GOD’S PLAN

Saint Peter speaks to us twice today. In the first read-
ing, we hear an excerpt from his sermon on Pentecost;
in the second, part of his first letter. Once a fright-
ened, uneducated fisherman who often said just the
wrong thing, now Peter is speaking what he knows to
be true. Everything Jesus had said now makes sense.
His death and rising were all part of God’s plan, and
our faith and hope can be centered on God.

Today’s Gospel tells the story of Jesus’ walk to Em-
maus with two of the disciples. Frightened, sad, and
confused, the two of them don’t recognize Jesus, who
tells them what we heard Peter say above: All this had
to happen as part of God’s plan. In the end, these dis-
ciples recognize Jesus as we are to recognize him-in
the breaking of the bread.

RISEN

SAINT CATHERINE OF SIENA (1347-1380)
April 29

Imagine the pope receiving a young woman still in
her twenties who addresses him as “my sweet Christ
on earth,” then orders: “Get back to Rome where
you belong!” Amazingly, Gregory XI complied! Yet
this was but one astonishing incident in the extraor-
dinary life of Catherine of Siena, a truly unique me-
dieval woman. Youngest of twenty-five children,
Catherine refused marriage and became a Domini-
can Tertiary at sixteen, cloistering herself at home in
contemplative prayer, austere penances, and mystical
experiences, culminating in “spiritual espousal” to
Christ. Then, incarnating the Dominican ideal of
“passing on to others the fruits of contemplation,”
Catherine left her solitude to care for the poor,
nurse the sick, comfort the dying, and bury the dead.
Increasingly renowned for converting souls and
healing bodies, she was sought after to broker peace
during civil wars and Church schisms. All this, and
like Jesus, whom she called “my Divine Spouse,” she
died at thirty-three! Four hundred letters and her
spiritual classic The Dialogue inspired Paul VI to
name her, together with Teresa of Avila, the first
women Doctors of the Church.

LOOKING BACK AND LOOKING FORWARD

Today’s readings look back at both the Crucifixion and the Resurrection, remem-
bering the promise given to David that Jesus would be raised from the dead. The
Psalm and First Peter look forward to our lives as we await our resurrection and
consider the sacrifice made by Jesus. Luke tells us the story of another experi-
ence of the risen Jesus. The disciples unknowingly walk with Jesus and tell him
of the Crucifixion and the Resurrection. Jesus himself looks back with them to the
promises made to Moses and all the prophets about his death and resurrection.
Still they do not know who he is. It is only when he blesses and breaks bread and
shares it with them that they realize it is Jesus. Then they race back to Jerusalem
to tell the others.

SLOW OF HEART

After the crucifixion and resurrection of Jesus, two of the disciples hit the road
and try to escape all the uncertainty, fear, remorse, and guilt they feel. They feel
the same regret that the disciples feel in Acts and First Peter. They meet another
man traveling the same road and are astonished when he seems to know nothing
about the events that so occupy their thoughts. These events have consumed
them, have broken their hearts, have left them downcast and blind to the very
person who joins them on their journey. Their companion, Jesus, takes them
through their own tradition, through the Old Testament promise that someone
just like him would come, be killed, and would rise from the dead. Though they
do not recognize him by the words alone, they do not want him to leave. Lucky
for them he stays.

IN THE BREAKING OF THE BREAD

Despite all the hints, the disciples do not recognize Jesus. They remain con-
sumed with their own confusion and fear and they cannot see who is right in
front of them. It is only with the blessing, breaking, and sharing of the bread that
they suddenly recognize Jesus. No words, however insightful, can penetrate the
confusion and fear the disciples feel. Through the simple act of breaking and
blessing bread they recognize Jesus. Even as their “hearts were burning,” their
minds did not know. How often do we not see what is right before us because we
are so consumed with our own worries,
regrets, concerns? Like the disciples it "
takes an action like the breaking of the TODAY’S READINGS
bread, a reminder of the death of Jesus, Acts 2:14, 22-33
his sacrifice, to get us to understand Psalm 16:1-2, 5, 7-11
what our hearts already know.

SANTA CATALINA DE SIENA (1347-1380)
29 de abril

Catalina, siendo la mas pequefia de una familia
de 24 hermanos pidié a su madre un cuarto
privado para orar. Este deseo ferviente de Dios
fue el hilo conductor de su vida. Siendo muy
pequefia hizo del amor a Dios y a los pobres el
centro de su vida. A los 16 afos ingreso6 a la Or-
den Terciaria de las Dominicas llevando una
vida de oracion, de obras de misericordia y
viviendo recluta en su casa. Sus encuentros mi-
sticos con Dios eran frecuentes después de la
comunidn, pero no queria que se hablara de ello.
También se dedic6 a visitar presos y motivarlos
a la conversion; en épocas de plagas se apre-
suraba a visitar enfermos, llevar comida a los
pobres y a sepultar a los difuntos. Fue ella mis-
ma quien le urgi6 al Papa Gregorio XI que re-
gresara a Roma, que alla estaba su lugar. En vida
dict6 mas de 400 cartas y dos libros. En su tiem-
po fue vista por todos como una gran lider.
Muri6 a los 33 afios y en 1970 Pablo VI la
declar6 Doctora de la Iglesia.

MIRANDO HACIA ATRAS Y MIRANDO HACIA ADELANTE

Las lecturas de hoy miran hacia atras en la Crucifixién y en la Resurreccién, recor-
dando la promesa que se le dio a David de que JesuUs seria resucitado de entre los
muertos. El Salmo y Primer Pedro esperan con ansias nuestra vida mientras esper-
amos nuestra resurreccién y consideramos el sacrificio hecho por JesuUs. Lucas nos
cuenta la historia de otra experiencia de JesuUs resucitado. Los discipulos caminan
sin saberlo con JesUs y le hablan de la Crucifixion y la Resurreccion. Jesus mismo
mira hacia atras con ellos a las promesas hechas a Moisés y a todos los profetas
acerca de su muerte y resurreccion. Aln no saben quién es. Sélo cuando bendice y
rompe el pan y lo comparte con ellos se dan cuenta de que es Jesus. Luego corren
de regreso a Jerusalén para decirselo a los demas.

DUROS DE CORAZON

Después de la crucifixion y resurreccion, dos de los discipulos iban andando por un
camino inten-tando escapar de la incertidumbre, miedo, remordimiento y culpa que
abrigaban. Ellos sentian el mismo lamento de los discipulos que se mencionan en
los Hechos y en la primera carta de Pedro. Ellos encontraron a un hombre viajando
por el mismo camino y quedaron sorprendidos cuando se dieron cuenta que él no
parecia conocer acerca de los acontecimientos de los que venian hablando entre
ellos. Estos eventos los estaban consumiendo, les habia roto sus corazones, dejado
cabizbajos y cegado a la misma persona que se les unia en su camino. Su compafie-
ro, Jesus, los lleva hacia un re-cuento de su tradicién, a través de la promesa del
Antiguo Testamento que alguien como él vendria, seria asesinado y resucitaria de la
muerte. Sin embargo, ellos no lo reconocen solo por sus palabras, no quieren que se
vaya. Afortunadamente para ellos, él se queda.

AL PARTIR EL PAN

Pese a todos esos pequefos detalles, los discipulos no reconocieron a Jesus. Per-
manecieron confun-didos con sus propios miedos y no pudieron ver quien estaba
justo frente a ellos. Es solo con la ben-dicion, el partir y compartir el pan que ellos
de pronto reconocen a Jesus. Sin palabras, un entendi-miento que puede penetrar
la confusion y el miedo que los discipulos tienen. Por la accion sencilla de partir el
pan ellos reconocieron a Jesus. Aun cuando sus “corazones ardian”, sus mentes no
sabian. ¢ Qué tan frecuente no vemos lo que es correcto delante de nosotros porque
estamos tan enfocados con nuestras propias preocupaciones, lamentos y miedos?
Asi como los discipulos, requiere una ac-
