LUCAS 18:1-8

La forma de actuar de Dios es muy diferente a la
nuestra.

Es por
eso gue muchas veces se pierde la esperanza:
porque deseamos que las cosas sucedan cuando
queremos y como queremos.

La oracion inoportuna transformod las
dos ramas amargas para que dieran frutos dulces,
ajenos a su naturaleza... El fruto de la justicia es la
correcta atribucion de los oprimidos, y el fruto de
la bondad es el consuelo de /los afligidos”.
Oremos hoy por todas las personas que buscan
justicia, luchando dia a dia hasta encontrarla.
Tengamos la seguridad de que Dios, en su infinita
bondad, escucha sus ruegos, porque El es justo y

su misericordia no tiene limites.
