SAINT JUNIPERO SERRA (1713-1784)
July 1

No one who has stood before the quiet majesty of Mis-
sion San Juan Capistrano, or the altogether different but
no less lovely Mission Dolores in San Francisco, or any
of the missions from San Diego to Sonoma can fail to
bless the Franciscan padre who, while not founder of
each, was inspiration for them all, Saint Junipero Serra.
Abandoning the comfortable academic life to which his
doctorate in theology entitled him, Serra journeyed to
the New World where his tireless traveling, dramatic
preaching, and penitential austerity converted thousands
of native peoples. Saving souls and celebrating the sac-
raments were Padre Serra’s primary mission but not his
only one. Education in letters and crafts, trades and ag-
riculture transformed the people, while roads and irriga-
tion systems transfigured the landscape. His more than
thirty years of ministry were not free from conflict with
authorities or without controversy in the retrospectively
critical eye of history. But when John Paul II beatified
him in 1988, he praised Padre Serra for assisting his
converts to use their new faith to advance their true
human development.

SAN IRENEO (c. 130-200)
28 de junio

Irineo naci6 en Esmirna, al occidente de Turqufa. Desde
joven fue discipulo de Policarpo, quien a su vez fue
discipulo del apéstol Juan. Su vinculacién a la Iglesia
apostolica es directa y eso lo manifest6 en su ministerio
como obispo y escritor. En sus obras Contra los herejes,
se preocupd no tanto por atacar a quienes tenfan un con-
cepto erroneo de la Iglesia y los misterios de la fe, sino de
preservar la autenticidad de la fe cristiana predicada por
los apéstoles. Una de las herejias que atacé fue la de los
gnosticos, un grupo de cristianos que afirmaban que la
salvacién sélo venia por un conocimiento especial de Di-
os, disponible sélo para unos cuantos. Irenco, ademas de
maestro fue un gran pacificador, pues concilio las ten-
siones entre oriente y occidente en lo referente a la cele-
bracién de la Pascua, en la primera luna llena de la pri-
mavera. Movido por la necesidad, aprende los idiomas de
la regién de Francia y Alemania y va alla como su obispo,
en medio de la persecucién, donde a la postre, murié co-
mo martir.
