The Nativity of the Lord (Christmas)
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WHAT ALL THE WAITING HAS BEEN FOR
Today’s readings are as familiar to most of us as the
carols we sing and the commercials that overwhelm this
holiday season. Often Christmas finds us tired, strug-
gling with preparations and expectations. What we real-
ly want to feel is joy and peace. The stress of prepara-
tion, of waiting, is reflected in both Isaiah and Paul’s
letter to Titus. Luke tells us of the exhaustion that Mary
and Joseph felt: a young pregnant wife and her husband,
forced to travel just as she is about to give birth, unable
even to find a room to stay in. It must have been misera-
ble. They must have been afraid. In the midst of this ex-
haustion, misery, and fear, a child is born, a Son is giv-
en. The world is then filled with light and hope, joy and
peace. In that moment they, and we, know what all the
waiting has been for.
